Concession Stand Procedures:
Opening the Concession Stand:

Pull the grill on the grass behind the dugout.  Make sure it is level (use the marked wood scraps). 
Open both windows.

Check the stock of drinks in the refrigerator.  More drinks are stored in the room under the press box.

The cash box is kept in the refrigerator.  Take it out and count your beginning total.

Make sure all trash cans have liners.

Set out condiments, coffee items and napkins.  Plug in appliances.
Wear gloves when touching any unwrapped food items!

For the grill:

You will only need to use one side of the grill.  Plan on cooking 7 hamburgers, 8 cheeseburgers, 2 chicken breasts and 1 package of hot dogs for a single game.  For a double header, you will need to cook more.  Items should be wrapped in foil bags/ sheets and sandwiches should marked to identify what they contain.   These can be kept in the warmer until purchased.
For the deep fryer:

Check the level of oil and add more if needed.   Turn the fryer on to warm up.  Fill the basket with frozen fries – a full basket takes about 7 minutes and makes 4 servings.  Serve in the paper trays.  Ask customers if they want seasoned salt.  Extra fries can be kept under the heat light.

Make a pot of coffee using the pre-measured packets in the freezer.

Hot chocolate, popcorn, soft pretzels and nachos are prepared in the microwave to order.

Closing the Concession Stand:

Write any needed purchases on the list on the bulletin board.

Place any leftover cooked food out for the players to eat.

Wash all utensils and clean the counters.  Replace foil on the counter as needed.
Make sure all appliances are clean, turned off and unplugged.

Put condiments back in the fridge. 

Put any leftover buns in the fridge.  If it is hot outside, put the fryer oil in the fridge.  Put all candy in the fridge if it’s warm enough outside to melt.

Sweep the floor.

Clean the grill.  Turn off the propane tanks and bring the grill into the concession stand.

Take trash from all the cans to the dumpster behind the football field.

Shut and lock both windows.

Count your cash receipts and place any profits in a deposit envelope (located in a plastic container under the microwave).  Put the envelope in the freezer and the cash box in the fridge.
Make sure the door is closed to lock when you leave.
